PHOTO 1 & 2 : Armamentarium – Wax palette, Wax dropper, Wax coping on Prepared teeth, Rhein Attachments
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PHOTO 3 : Cast is adapted on a Parallelometer
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PHOTO 4 : Occlusal Plane is analysed
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PHOTO 5 : “Primary Attachment “ is connected to the mandrel
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PHOTO 6 : “Primary Attachment” is attached to the distal surface of abutment wax coping using a pattern resin.
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PHOTO 7 : “Primary Attachment” is separated from mandrel
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PHOTO 8 : Seperating Medium is applied
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PHOTO 9 : The Primary Attachment is stabilized using a Pattern Wax
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PHOTO 10 : Wax Spacer with Tissue stop is adapted over the ridge
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PHOTO 11 : “Secondary Attachment with connector” is placed onto the Primary Attachment. Tissue stop is filled with pattern resin and connector is attached to it.
